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Abstract 

An automatic emergency telephone dialer, dialing programmed numbers and relaying programmed messages at specific time or events, is developed. The design consists of three modules- Speech Processing, DTMF generator and Dialer & Telephone line interface. The messages are stored in multimedia card (MMC).UM 91214B IC is used for DTMF generation. TEA 1062 IC is used to perform speech and line interface function. The unit was tested with the help of B K Precision make Telephone Product Tester Model 1045B available in the lab. However in our unit, the Off Hook condition is not recognized and the messages are transmitted 5 times just after dialing. This can be improved and Off Hook condition checked before transmitting the message.
